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TERREBONNE PARISH HOME BECOMES THE FIRST HOME TO GO SOLAR 

Renown Louisiana Doctor Joins the Movement to Conserve Energy  

HOUMA, LA (January 19, 2010) – Dr. Brett Casey’s home in Houma, Louisiana is the first 
known home in Terrebonne Parish to have a solar power system installed.  Akari Energy and its 
team of technicians from Lafayette, Louisiana began work on December 2, 2009 and the 
completed 7 kilowatt (kW) system passed inspection on December 7, 2009. 
 
“What better way to give back to your neighbors than to help reduce pollution by consuming 
clean energy?” said Frank Molina, Chief Operating Officer.
